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VIOLATIONS OF TRADE UNION RIGHTS FROM 1 JANUARY TO 7 MAY 2016
CHANGING WORKPLACE and POSITON DESPITE PUBLIC OFFICERS’ WILL (EXILE)
· Ms. Hürü Topkaya, who works Restoration and Conservation Regional Lab. Directorate of the Provincial Directorate of Culture and Tourism in Nevsehir and is a member of KÜLTÜR SANAT-SEN, was subjected to a disciplinary investigation for joining our Confederation’s strike on 12-13 October 2015. Our strike was in protest at the 10 October Massacre. She was sentenced to 1/30 of deduction from her salary and her workplace changed despite her will on 08.01.2016.
· Mr. Osman Batı, who was serving as the Deputy Head of Batı School and the President of EĞİTİM SEN, was subjected to an administrative branch for joining a press conference on 15.10.2015. The press conference was initiated by our Confederation and was entitled “Do not Forget Ankara [Massacre], Give a Voice to Silvan, Cizre and Nusaybin! We condemn the Paris Massacre!” He was removed from his deputy head of the school position.
· Mr. Gıyasettin AKDEMİR, who is the representative of EĞİTİM SEN at the workplace in this case a school, and Mr. İlhan APAK, and Mr. Kasım SIĞINÇ, who are EĞİTİM SEN members, were subjected to a disciplinary investigation for joining a press conference organised by our Confederation. While the investigation was going on, their workplace was changed despite their will. Their workplace was changed by the General Directorate of Human Resources, the Ministry of National Education so as to punish them for their trade union activities. Their new workplace is too far from their original workplace as well as their home and even the city. For example, Mr. Kasım SIĞINÇ, who was working at Anatolia High School located in the city centre of Muş, was sent to Azdavay, Kastamonu that is 1000 km from his home. Mr. İlhan APAK was sent to Osmancık, Çorum that is 750 km from his home. Mr. Gıyasettin AKDEMİR, who was the Head of Teacher’s House, was sent to Gümüşhane that is 300 km from his home. Moreover, the investigation committee demands stopping advancement in rank for 1 year. The disciplinary investigation has yet to be approved. Our appeals are still pending.
· Mr. Ramazan KAVAK, a member of EĞİTİM SEN in Batman and the senior representative of our union in Gerçüş district, was subjected to an investigation since he was accused of insulting the President on social media. His workplace was changed despite his will. He was sent to a primary school in the village of Kınalı, Sason.
· The following EĞİTİM SEN members’ workplace was changed despite their will: Ms. Talia Baruçtu was sent to central town, Mr. Hakan Bulut, the trade union representative in Varto district, was sent to Ereğli, Konya, Mr. Gürkan Akbulut, an executive of trade union representative in Varto district, was sent to Kastanbolu/Şenpazar, Edirne, Mr. Onur Öztorun, an executive of trade union representative in Varto district, was sent to Espiye, Giresun, Mr. Kadri Dursun, a member in Varto district, was sent to Ermenek, Karaman, Mr. Güven Çelik, a member in Varto district, was sent to Yenişehir/ Isparta, Mr. Cevdet Gül, the trade union representative in Malazgirt district, was sent to Güzeltepe village in Muş,  Mr. Cengiz Demir was sent to Bahçe village in Muş, Mr. Yıldırım Türeli was sent to İyi Komşu village in Muş.
· Tens of people were killed and injured in the attack on Labour, Democracy and Peace Demonstration on 10 October 2015 in Ankara. The organising committee members namely, KESK Confederation of Public Employees' Trade Unions (KESK), Confederation of Progressive Trade Unions of Turkey (DİSK), The Union of Chambers of Turkish Engineers and Architects (TMMOB), and Turkish Medical Association (TTB), declared a 3-day mourning and also called a 2-day strike (on 12 and 13 October) to protest against the attack on the demonstration. Mr. Abdulbaki Aktürk, who was the deputy head of Misak-ı Milli Primary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to 24 Kasım Primary School for joining the strike.
· Mr. Abdulkerim Kepenç, who was the deputy head of Yol-İş Sendikası Secondary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Anafartalar Secondary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015.
· Mr. Abdulkerim Oktan, who was the deputy head of Kaymakam Bülent Pekdemir Secondary School in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Hacı Ali Mungan Secondary School in Nusaybin for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Abdurrahim Çalışıcı, who was the deputy head of Kızıltepe Anatolia High School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Cumhuriyet Anatolia High School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Bıradost Selki, who was the deputy head of Kızıltepe Mezopotamya Primary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to 100. Yıl Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Cemal Kızar, who was the deputy head of Yavuz Selim Primary School in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Kaymakam Bülent Pekdemir Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Ender Bozan, who was the deputy head of Kızıltepe İnkılap Secondary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Dicle Secondary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Erdal Çam, who was the deputy head of Kızıltepe Misak-ı Milli Secondary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Mehmet Akif Ersoy Secondary School in Oltu district/Erzurum for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Ferhat Emer, who was the deputy head of Doruca Secondary School in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Kaymakam Bülent Pekdemir Secondary School in Nusaybin for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Hadi Damar, who was the deputy head of Mehmetçik Tahir Özcan Daylan Secondary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Mehmet Doğru Secondary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Hamit Güngör, who was the deputy head of Kızıltepe Counselling and Research Centre in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Yenifakılı Multi-Programme Anatolia High School in Yenifakılı district/Yozgat, for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Harun Selçuk, who was the deputy head of Yol,-İş Sendikası Secondary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Misak-ı Milli Secondary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Hufeyzet Kılınç, who was the deputy head of Mezopotamya Primary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Vatan Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Hüseyin Tunç, who was the deputy head of Yukarıkonak Secondary School in Mazıdağı district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Evciler Secondary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. İsmail Karasu, who was the deputy head of Duruca Multi-Programme Anatolian High School in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Süleyman Bölünmez Anatolia High School in Nusaybin/Mardin for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Kadri Baysal, who was the deputy head of Kaymakam Bülent Pekdemir Secondary School in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Misak-ı Milli Secondary School in Nusaybin for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Mehmet Birkili, who was the deputy head of Balpınar Primary School in Mazıdağı district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Kocakent Primary School in Mazıdağı for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Mehmet Nesih Akbulut, who was the deputy head of Kızıltepe Atatürk Anatolia High School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to İpekyolu Anatolia High School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Ruşen Kılıç, who was the deputy head of Misak-ı Milli Primary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Turgut Özal Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Mehmet Sıddık Öztürk, who was the deputy head of Papatya Pre-School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Atatürk Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Mikail Yılmaz, who was the deputy head of Sakızlı Primary School in Mazıdağı district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Yukarı Konak Primary School in Mazıdağı for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Nasraddin Oral, who was the head of Dargeçit Vocational and Technical Anatolia High School Primary School in Dargeçit district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Atatürk Secondary School in Dargeçit for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Ömer Bozkurt, who was the deputy head of Anafartalar Primary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Turgut Özal Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Sedat Atız, who was the deputy head of Kızıltepe Atatürk Anatolia High School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Mezopotamya Anatolia High School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Sinan Yavuz, who was the deputy head of Yavuz Selim Primary School in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Atatürk Primary School in Nusaybin for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Şahin Korkmaz, who was the deputy head of Yol-İş Sendikası Primary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Dicle Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Şehmus Mete, who was the deputy head of Vilayetler Hizmet Birliği Secondary School in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Gazi Secondary School in Nusaybin for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Şükrü Yılmaz, who was the head of Vilayetler Hizmet Birliği Secondary School in Kızıltepe district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Edip Mungan Primary School in Kızıltepe for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· Mr. Zeyni Keleş, who was the deputy head of Vocational Training Centre in Nusaybin district/Mardin and a EĞİTİM SEN member, was removed from his deputy head of the school position and appointed as a teacher to Hacı Ali Mungan Secondary School in Nusaybin for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the Ankara Massacre on 10 October 2015, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice.

· An administrative investigation was launched against the EĞİTİM SEN Representative Office in Nurhak district/Kahramanmaraş for organising public gatherings and demonstrations against several incidents in Turkey such as “Gezi (Taksim) protests, May Day, the Soma [Mine Accident] Massacre, the murder of Ms. Özgecan Aslan, the murder of Berkin Elvan (a 15-year old boy), International Women’s Day, Teacher’s Vigilance Strike, disciplinary punishment against Ms. Çilem Sakine BAKIR by the District Governor of Nurhak.” The administrative investigation says “the Eğitimsen Representative Office takes the streets, and organises actions and marches in weekdays, or in the evenings, or at weekends. The Office criticises the Government, system, and superiors and public authorities whenever there is an opportunity. Therefore, they lead to factionalism and polarisation in their schools and in the district. They join actions that disturb public order and peace in the district.” As a result of the investigation, some of EĞİTİM SEN members’ workplace was changed by the General Directorate of Human Resources, the Ministry of National Education. These members are as follows: Ms. Hülya Orak, the head of EĞİTİM SEN Representative Office, and her husband Mr. Ali Orak were sent to Çankırı, a city in the Central Anatolia. Ms. Çilem Sakine Bakır, an executive of the EĞİTİM SEN Representative Office, and her husband Mr. Mesut Bakır were sent to Kelkit district/Gümüşhane. Mr. Abdurrahman Ebuhamza Çelik was sent to Kütahya.
· Administrative disciplinary investigations were launched against Mr. Hamdullah Yıldırım, the President of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Mardin, Ms. Aslıhan Sezer, an executive of the EĞİTİM SEN Branch, Mr. Mehmet Moral an executive of the EĞİTİM SEN Representative Office in Nusaybin district, and Ms. Sultan Akyüz Ağırman. They were subjected to these administrative investigations for joining protests against the 10 October Ankara Massacre. They are accused of violating the Law on Meetings and Demonstrations No. 2911, and of insulting the President. They were sent to new cities since they are under administrative investigations. Our trade union EĞİTİM SEN took necessary and possible judicial actions and went to administrative courts to repeal this changing workplace despite public officers’ will. 
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. İzzet Karadağ, a member of Social Commission of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adıyaman. He was accused of joining a meeting of DTK [Democratic Society Congress] Social Commission. He was sent to Kalkandere district in Rize. He also faced a judicial investigation in Malatya.
· The following EĞİTİM SEN members in Ağrı were sent to different cities as part of the decision of changing their workplaces despite their wills. Mr. Kemal Kürkçü, who was working as a teacher at Taşlıçay Anatolia High School was sent to Kayseri, Mr. Fecri Aydın, who was working as a teacher at Aşağı Dumalı Primary School, was sent to Yozgat, Mr. M. Emin Kaya, who was working as a teacher at YIBO Secondary School in Taşlıçay district, was sent to Osmaniye, Mr. Nihat Kaya, who was working as a teacher at Anatolia High school in Taşlıçay, was sent to Trabzon, an Mr. Asım Güney, who was working as a teacher at Ş. Hüseyin Kaya Secondary School, was sent to Gümüşhane.
· Ms. Tülay Ersönmez, who is a member Trade Union of Public Administration Employees (BES) in Adıyaman, faced a judicial investigation launched in accordance with Article 301 of the Turkish Penal Code. She faced the investigation for reading a press statement on the occasion of the International Women’s Day. She was sent to Kastamonu, and faced also an administrative investigation that requires her permanent dismissal from the public service.
· Mr. Ahmet Tilbe, who is a member of HABER SEN, faced an administrative investigation launched by his institution. He was accused of “making propaganda of an illegal organisation” on his Facebook account. He was also arrested by police forces on 04.02.2016 in accordance with the same accusation. He was conditionally released by the court. His workplace was changed first within Ankara and then he was sent to Edirne.
· Mr. Bahattin Tartıcı, who is a member of HABER SEN, was notified on 17.03.2016 that his workplace was changed by “the General Directorate decision no. 5305 and dated 15.03.2016.” He was sent to PTT General Directorate in Karabük. No other explanation was made to him. Mr. Bahattin Tartıcı also faced an administrative investigation launched by his institution and made his statement to his institutions for joining a press conference organised by Peace Bloc.
· Mr. Cengiz ULUÇ, who was working at PTT Central Directorate in Batman and a member of HABER SEN, was sent to Tekirdağ. His workplace was changed despite his will. The following reason was given to him “In accordance with the Circular no. 2016/4, which is about “Public Officers who are linked to Organisations and Structures that are a Threat to the National Security.” Also, in order to prevent the public officer and the administration of the institution from any damage related to the situation in the Region.”
· Mr. Selkan Çalğan, who works as a public officer at Çarşı PTT Central Directorate in İskenderun district and a member of HABER SEN in İskenderun, was sent to PTT Central Directorate in Çekerek district in Yozgat. No explanation other than his workplace had been changed was made in the notification letter that was given to Serkan Çalğan on 02.03.2016.
· Ms. Hatice Taşkıran, who was working at the Family and Social Policies Provincial Directorate in Siirt and a member of SES, faced an administrative investigation under the name of her social media messages [considered contrary to the law] and was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank. After months have passed, Mr. Hatice Taşkıran’s workplace was changed and she was sent to Gümüşhane.
· Ms. Saadet Özsoy, who is the President of TÜM BEL-SEN Branch No 4 in İstanbul, was working at the Subscription Services Fatih Directorate under the 1st Regional Department of Subscription Services in the European side of İstanbul. Her workplace was changed so as to cut her relations with other members of TÜM BEL SEN. She was sent to Wastewater Treatment Directorate under the Wastewater European Department.
· Mr. Mehmet Necit Oğuz, who was working at the Office of the Mufti in Eruh district in Siirt and an executive committee member of DİVES, faced an administrative investigation with false charges. After the investigation was launched, he was sent to Halkalı district in Konya.
· The workplace of 10 members of TÜM BEL-SEN was changed after the borders of the Gaziantep Metropolitan Municipality enlarged by the Law No. 6360. However, these people were appointed to new units whose distance varies from 40 to 100 km.
· Although a complaint was made against Mr. Nejmettin HASEKİ, who was working in the Logistics Sub-District Directorate in Çerkezköy, Mr. Veli BAYIR, who was the BTS Representative in the Directorate, faced an unfair investigation.  Our member was sentenced by the investigation committee. Turkish State Railways (TCDD) General Directorate changed Mr. Bayır’s workplace by its decision no. 10941 and dated 10.02.2016 though his position as a “checker” in the Directorate meant he should stay there. He was sent to Haydarpaşa Seaport in İstanbul as a “fireman.” It means Mr. Bayır was not only in exile but also was downgraded.
STOPPING ADVANCEMENT IN RANK
· Ms. Öznur Öncül, who is an academic at Bülent Ecevit University in Zonguldak and a member of EĞİTİM SEN, was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for signing the Peace Petition launched by the Academics for Peace.
· Mr. Hüseyin Bilgin EREN and Mr. Deniz Durgun, who are teachers and the administrators in the same school in Sivas and members of EĞİTİM SEN, faced an administrative investigation. The investigation was launched on the ground of tens of false as well as abstract charges such as “they do not respect for other teachers, they do not appreciate other teachers, they do not pay attention to other teachers but put pressure on them, they do not pay attention to the psychological mood of their colleagues, they shout at students, they discriminate against teachers according to their position, they do not work as they should, they are indifferent to problems in the school, they do not update their colleagues on the change in their courses, and they incite citizens to protest against the school.” All these charges were reported by unknown people. Similarly, there is no information about the date when these people made their complaint against our members.  Our members were removed from their positions and sent to different schools. They also were sentenced to stopping advancement in rank. 
· Mr. Selahattin Bilici, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Muğla, faced an administrative investigation for contributing to a blog with his articles. His workplace was changed despite his will. He was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for 1 year since he was accused of joining activities in favour or against a political party.
· Mr. Abdulrahim Dinçer, who is the General Secretary of BES Branch in Muş, was sentenced to stopping advance in rank for issuing a press release on the occasion Tax Week.
· Mr. Abdulrahim Dinçer, who is the General Secretary of BES Branch in Muş, was sentenced to stopping advance in rank for joining a press conference to protest against the murder of Lawyer Tahir Elçi.
· Mr. Zahir Aktaş, who is a member of BES Branch in Muş, was sentenced to stopping advance in rank for joining a press conference to protest against the murder of Lawyer Tahir Elçi.
· A march and a press conference were organised to protest against the 10 October Ankara Massacre on 12 October 2015 in Muş. Mr. İdris Gürkan, the co-president of SES Branch in Mul, faced two administrative investigations. The first investigation was launched under the name of “joining activities in favour or against a political party” while the second investigation accuses him of “degrading and insulting one’s superiors and inferiors” for slogans that demonstrators shouted during the march. He was sentenced to stopping in advancement for each investigation in April 2016. He was sentenced to stopping in advancement for 5 years.
· Mr. Ahmet Özen, Mr. Mehmet Tarık Coşkun, Mr. Özgür Şen, Ms. Zelal Yıldırım, Mr. Behçet Dilber, Ms. Narin Cengiz Arıkan, Mr. İsmail Aslan, and Ms. Derya Toprak Gündüz, who are the members of SES Branch in Mardin, faced disciplinary investigations for joining a work stoppage on 17 June 2013. The work stoppage was organised by KESK, DİSK, TMMOB, and TTB. They were sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for 3 years.
· Ms. Songül Kalkan, Ms. Gülboy Akyüz, and Ms. Pınar Kara, who are the members of SES Branch in İstanbul, faced disciplinary investigations for joining a work stoppage on 13 March 2015. The work stoppage was jointly organised by SES and TTB. They were sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for 3 years.
· Mr. İlhan Karakurt, the President of TÜM BEL-SEN Branch in Antalya, was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for 1 year. The investigation committee accuses Mr. Karakurt of not going to work and not working with no reason during a certain period. However, he was appointed by the Trade Union Headquarters to fulfil his trade union responsibilities and the Headquarters contacted his workplace to obtain an official leave in this regard. The workplace responded late and accused him of not going to working in this period.
JUDICIAL CASES and INVESTIGATIONS
· Mr. Ali Paşa Şanlı, who works as a teacher at İbrahim Ethem İmam Hatip Anatolia High School [it is religious type of public school] in Konya and a member of EĞİTİM SEN, was sentenced to a 345-day imprisonment for shouting a slogan in a press conference on 6.5.2015. The judge changed the imprisonment into a fine.
· BES members and executives, including Mr. Akın Şişman the executive committee member of BES, were stopped and intervened by police forces when they came together and wanted to march from Aşti to the Ministry in Ankara. They wanted to march with KESK placards that show KESK demands for the collective bargaining agreement. A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Akın Şişman.
· BES members and executives, including Mr. Davut Balıkçı the General Secretary of BES, were stopped and intervened by police forces when they came together and wanted to march from Aşti to the Ministry in Ankara. They wanted to march with KESK placards that show KESK demands for the collective bargaining agreement. A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Davut Balıkçı.

· BES members and executives, including Mr. Fikret Aslan the President of BES, were stopped and intervened by police forces when they came together and wanted to march from Aşti to the Ministry in Ankara. They wanted to march with KESK placards that show KESK demands for the collective bargaining agreement. A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Fikret Aslan.

· The Ministry of Health applied to the public prosecution office and accused of Mr. Veli Korhan Rüzgar, a member of HABER SEN Branch in Ankara, “causing fear and panic among people, and threat and acting in a contrary way to his position” for making an announcement about blood donation on 10 October 2015, on the massacre day.
· Mr. Lami Özgen, the Co-President of our Confederation, faced a judicial investigation for his speech in the press conference, in Mardin, to protest against the attack on Labour, Democracy and Peace Democracy in Ankara on 10 October 2015.
ASKING ACADEMICS (RESEARCH ASSISTANTS) TO RETURN TO THEIR ORIGINAL UNIVERSITIES BEFORE COMPLETING THEIR POST GRADUATE EDUCATION, TERMINATION OF THEIR CONTRACT/DISMISSALS
· Research assistants, who are employed according to Academic Member Training Programme (ÖYP) and are pursuing their post graduate education at different universities in Ankara, were asked to return their original universities before obtaining their Ph.D. degrees. It was contrary to the legislation and the essence of ÖYP. Some of these research assistants, who are EĞİTİM SEN members, are as follows: Ms. Şadiye CAN GÜL (Hacettepe University. – an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Branch No 5 in Ankara) – Mr. Yüksel TARIM (Hacettepe University.) – Ms. Esra CESUR TOSUN (METU) – Ms. Mesude UĞUR (METU) – Ms. Zöhre KOÇKAN (METU) – Ms. Deniz ÖZDEN (METU) – Ms. Ece YOLTAY (METU) – Mr. Serkan GÜNAY (METU) – Mr. Ercan ŞEN (Ankara University, DTCF) – Ms. Merve FİDAN (Ankara University.) - Osman İŞÇİ (Hacettepe University- an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Branch No 5 in Ankara). These research assistants were asked to return to their original universities for signing the Peace Petition launched by the Academics for Peace. We applied to administrative courts for the stay of execution for each of these members and to pursue their education at their current universities before the Council of Higher Education. In addition to these EĞİTİM SEN members, there are many other research assistants who face the risk of going back to their original universities before obtaining their Ph.D. degrees. If their contract is terminated, many research assistants will be jobless and their education will be stopped.
· Mersin University did not renew the contract with Ms. Yasemin Karaca, who is an academic and a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Tarsus/Mersin and signed the Peace Petition launched by the Academics for Peace. She lost her job for signing the Peace Petition.
DEDUCTION FROM SALARY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FINE CASES
· Mr. Köksal Gümüş, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Artvin, was sentenced to deduction from salary for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the 10 October Massacre.
· Ms. Nurcan Ay Katırcı, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Artvin, was sentenced to deduction from salary for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the 10 October Massacre.

· Ms. Aslı Engin Arslan, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Ağrı and the trade union representative at the university, was sentenced to deduction from salary for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the 10 October Massacre.

· Ms. Aycan Akdemir Mete, Mr. Yunus Emrah BİNGÖL, Mr. Veysel KAYA, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Sakarya, faced disciplinary investigations and were sentenced to 1/30 deduction from salary for joining the strike on 29 December 2015.

· Ms. Şefika Altundal, Ms. Gülbahar Altun, Ms. Roza Üçkardeş, and Ms. Eylem Salar, who are the members of SES Branch in Urfa, faced an administrative investigation for joining the work stoppage on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the 10 Massacre, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice. They were sentenced to deduction from salary.
· Ms. Meryem Ülgün and Ms. Bilgin Piyade, who are the members of SES Branch in Bursa, faced a disciplinary investigation for joining a work stoppage initiated by SES and TTB on 13 March 2015. They were sentenced to 1/30 deduction from salary.
· Health works from several cities went to Cizre to provide urgent health services to injured people, to take them to hospitals, to open a health corridor for those who need health services during the curfew in the district. The health workers were allowed to enter into Cizre and they held a press conference to protest against this prevention. Health workers from Urfa, who are also the members of SES Branch in Urfa, faced investigations. As a result, Mr. Besim Altın was sentenced to deduction from salary.
· Mr. Mehmet ALANÇ, who is the co-president of the SES Branch in Siirt, faced a disciplinary investigation for joining a press conference to protest against curfews. As a result of the investigation, Mr. ALANÇ was sentenced to 1/30 deduction from salary.
DISMISSAL and SUSPENSION CASES
· A website, which has mainly religious entries, targeted Mr. Nurettin Kesici, the Head of Auditory Committee of DİVES as well as the trade union representative in Adıyaman, on 14.08.2015. As a result, Mr. Kesici received threats [from various people]. The Turkish Presidency of Religious Affairs (Diyanet) launched an investigation against our member and asked whether he had shared social media messages as the website claimed. Although Mr. Kesici stated that he had not shared any social media message, Diyanet notified him that he was dismissed from his position on 12.01.2016.
· Ms. Elif Güneysu, who was working as a teacher at Karagöl Secondary School in Pazarcık district in Kahramanmaraş and a member of EĞİTİM SEN, faced a judicial case. She was accused of “making propaganda of a terrorist organisation” for Facebook messages (on her page though she did not post any message in this regard). She was acquitted of the charges. However, she faced also a disciplinary investigation and the High Disciplinary Board     dismissed her from public service on 5 May 2016.
· Mr. Efraim Güven, a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Iğdır, faced both an administrative and a judicial investigation for joining a funeral ceremony. He was accused of making propaganda of a terrorist organisation. He also faced a judicial case and was suspended from his position.
· Mr. Caner Canlı, a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch No 5 in İzmir and an executive of Human Rights Association (İHD) Branch in İzmir, was suspended from his position for his democratic and trade union activities.
· Trade unions and political parties, together with other democratic forces in Yalova, held a press conference in the anniversary of Soma Massacre on 13.05.2015. Public Prosecution Office launched an investigation against 15 people, including Mr. Merthan Özhan a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Yalova, due to the slogan of “Erdogan: Thief and Murderer.”  These people were tried before 3rd. Penal Court of First Instance in Yalova and acquitted of charges. However, an administrative investigation was launched despite the acquittal on 03.03.2016. Mr. Merthan Özhan was sentenced to suspension from his office for 3 months.
· EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Yalova organised activities to demand the resign of the Governor of Yalova who insulted Mr. Halil Serkan Öz, a member of EĞİTİM SEN. As a result of the insult, Mr. Halil Serkan Öz had a heart attack and lost his life.  Mr. İrfan Kayaş faced a judicial case since he was accused of insulting the Governor of Yalova in these activities. Mr. İrfan Kayaş also faced an administrative investigation and was suspended from his position.
· Mr. Mehmet Yücel is working as a teacher at Akıncılar Primary School in Kahta district in Adıyaman and is a member of EĞİTİM SEN. He was appointed to this school while he was working at Gülabibey Primary School in Siverek district in Şanlıurfa. A complaint file was submitted by an individual whose name is unknown to Prime Ministry Communication Centre on 29/01/2016. This complaint accuses 3 teachers, who are also the members of EĞİTİM SEN, of “being sympathisers of the organisation, of making propaganda of the organisation, of being happy when they learn security officers are killed, and of not joining national ceremonies.” These are groundless charges but the District Governor paid attention to it and launched a preliminary investigation, and then a disciplinary investigation against them. Mr. Mehmet Yücel was suspended from his position as a result of the investigation.
· Mr. Bülent Yıldız, who was working as a teacher at Fatih Sultan Mehmet High School and a member of EĞİTİM SEN, faced an administrative investigation for his social media messages about incidents and events about Kobane that was under ISIS attacks in 2014. He was asked to make statements about these social media messages and he wanted to make his statement in public prosecution office. He was notified by Provincial National Education Directorate in Yalova that he was suspended from his office on 10.02.2016.
· When the District Governor of Diyadin district in Ağrı visited a school and noticed political messages on the school walls. The Governor launched an investigation for not informing relevant authorities about these messages. Mr. Hanifi, who is a member EĞİTİM SEN Office in Diyadin/Ağrı was suspended from his office.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Aydın Öztürk, who is a member of BES Office in Bodrum, for photos and messages, comments on his Facebook account. As a result of the administrative investigation, he was suspended from his office.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Ceyhun Bulut, who is a member of BES Branch in Dersim, for photos and messages, comments on his Facebook account. As a result of the administrative investigation, he was suspended from his office. Moreover, the investigation committee demands that he should be permanently dismissed from the public service.
· Mr. Güven Türkay is a member of BES Branch in Antalya. His contract was terminated for photos and messages, comments on his Facebook account. As a result of the administrative investigation, he was dismissed from his office.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Macit Uslu, wo is a member of BES Branch in Çanakale, since he was accused of making propaganda of an organisation by photos and messages, comments on his Facebook account. As a result of the administrative investigation, he was dismissed from his office.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Osman Aşan, who is a member of BES Branch in Mersin, since he was accused of making propaganda of an organisation by photos and messages, comments on his Facebook account. As a result of the administrative investigation, he was dismissed from his office.
· Mr. Ahmet Kurtay, who is a member of HABER SEN, was appointed from PTT Central Directorate in Kızıltepe district in Mardin to PTT Main Directorate in Muş. He, however, could not leave his house for the curfew in Kızıltepe and as a result could start to work in his new workplace. Although he got documents, which prove the curfew, from muhktar and the District Governor’s office and presented them to his new workplace, his contract was terminated by saying that he did not go to work for 10 days with no reason.
· A press conference was held in Ağrı on 21 July 2015. The press conference, which was held in accordance with our Confederation’s decision, was organised to protest against the Massacre in Suruç. After more than 1 month passed, the Ağrı Governorate suspended Ms. Gülistan İçer, the co-president of SES Branch in Ağrı, Mr. Emin Bayram, an executive of SES Branch in Ağrı, Mr. Dinçer Külçek, an executive of SES Branch in Ağrı, Ms. Berivan Alptekin, a member of SES Branch in Ağrı, and Mr. Ulaş Yılmaz, a member of SES Branch in Ağrı and the President of Turkish Medical Association in Ağrı, from their offices. Moreover, an administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against these trade union members. These people were reinstated by the Governorate yet their files were transferred to High Disciplinary Board since the investigation committee demands their dismissals from their offices. The High Disciplinary Board completed its investigation and dismissed these trade union members from their offices.  
· In accordance with the Ağrı Governorate’s instruction, the Provincial Directorate of Health in Ağrı launched an administrative investigation against Mr. Recep Altındağ, an executive of SES Branch in Ağrı, and Mr. Mehmet Sait Doğan, a member of SES Branch in Ağrı. These trade union members were suspended from their offices and their files had been transferred to the High Disciplinary Board before they were reinstated. The High Disciplinary Board completed its investigation and dismissed these trade union members from their offices. Moreover, these trade union members were detained by the court and are in prison now.
· Mr. Aziz Kaplan, who was working as a psychologist at Derince Training and Research Hospital in Kocaeli, and a member of SES Branch in Kocaeli, was targeted by local media for his social media messages. He was arrested by security officers since someone made a complaint against him. After he was released, he was suspended from his position. An investigation was launched against Mr. Aziz Kaplan and demands his dismissal from his office. In the meantime, the administrative investigation was completed and there was the deferment of the announcement of the verdict. However, the High Disciplinary Board dismissed Mr. Aziz Kaplan from his position in April 2016.
· Ms. Aygün Çelik, who is a member of SES Branch in Dersim, made his statement within the scope of a judicial investigation no. 2015/290 that was launched by Public Prosecution Office in Pertek district in Dersim on 07.09.2015. She made her statement since she was accused of joining a protest on 6 September 2015. She was suspended from her office on 11.09.2015 though there was no even a court case against her. Moreover, an administrative investigation was launched against her and the committee demands her dismissal. The High Disciplinary Board dismissed Ms. Aygün Çelik from her position.
· Dr. Serdar Nemli is a medical doctor specialised in gynaecology and works at public hospital in Ahlat district in Bitlis. He is also a member of SES Branch in Bitlis. He was suspended from his office by the District Governorate in Ahlat on the ground of his social media messages and particularly for photos that he had shared from Newroz celebrations in Diyarbakır. Newroz celebrations was approved by the Diyarbakır Governorate and Dr. Nemli was on annual leave in these days.
· Mr. Abdullah Koçer, who is a medical doctor at public hospital in Kızıltepe district, Mardin, and member of SES Branch in Mardin, was detained and is still in prison. Moreover, a disciplinary investigation was launched against him before the High Disciplinary Board. The investigation committee demands his permanent dismissal and the case is still pending.  

· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Harun Söylemez, a health worker at public hospital in Yalova and a member of SES Branch in Yalova. He was subjected to the investigation under the name of his social media messages. He was suspended from his office within the scope of the public prosecution office’s investigation on 10 February 2016.
· Dr. Bedi, who is a member of SES Branch in Yalova, faced a judicial investigation for joining a protest against the Soma Massacre in 2014. After a year, he was acquitted of the charges. However, he was suspended from his position by an administrative investigation. He is still suspended from his position.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Ali Rıdvanoğulları, who is a health worker in District Community Health Centre in Adana and a member of SES Branch in Adana. He was subjected to the investigation under the name of his social media messages. Moreover, he was suspended from his office under the name of insulting the President. He is still suspended from his position.
· Mr. Mehmet ALANÇ, who is the co-president of SES Branch in Siirt, was suspended from his position within the scope of a judicial investigation against him. The court case is still pending and he is still suspended from his position.
· Mr. İsmail ÇETİN, who works as a health worker at public hospital in Siirt and a member of SES Branch in Siirt, was detained within the scope of a judicial investigation against him.  Then, he was suspended from his position. He was conditionally released from the prison, obeyed judicial control rules, and there would be no imprisonment at the end. He is still suspended from his office. 
· Mr. Lokman, who works as a health worker at public hospital in Mazıdağı district/Mardin and a member of SES Branch in Mardin, was suspended from his position under the name of his social media messages on 6 May 2016.
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Mahmut Bakay, who works as an electrician at Training and Research Hospital in Tepecik district in İzmir and the SES representative at the hospital. He was subjected to the investigation since he was accused of insulting the then Prime Minister Mr. Ahmet Davutoğlu by his social media messages. He was suspended from his position within the scope of the investigation on 28 March 2016.
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Fatih Sürenkök, who is a surgeon at Training and Research Hospital in Tepecik district and a member of SES Branch in İzmir as well as an executive committee member of the TTB. He was subjected to the investigation for reading a statement in the press conference organised by Labour and Democracy Forces in İzmir on 15 December 2015. The press statement was about ongoing curfews in the districts of Sur, Cizre, and Nusaybin. The investigation was launched by the hospital administration and also the General Secretariat of the Union of Public Hospitals in the North. The investigation committee requested that Dr. Sürenkök should be suspended from his position and the İzmir Governorate decided to suspend him until the completion of the investigation on 28 March 2016. He is still suspended from his office. 
· Mr. İlhan KARAKURT, who works in department of culture and social affairs of the Metropolitan Municipality in Antalya and the president of TÜM BEL-SEN Branch in Antalya, was dismissed from his position on the basis of Article 98/1(b) of the Civil Servants Act No 657.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Serhat Tekes, who is the workplace representative of TÜM BELSEN Branch No 3 in İstanbul. He was subjected to the investigation since he was accused of “making propaganda of illegal organisations that conduct activities as if they are legal” for his social media messages, for sharing interviews as well as statements by academics, MPs and socially/religiously important figures for Alevi community. He also shared articles and news from media outlets since he exercised his freedom of expression. He was suspended from his position until the completion of the investigation, and was subjected to 1/3 of deduction from salary and social stability compensation would not be paid in this process.
· Mr. Volkan Sevinç, who is a member of ESM, was suspended from his position within the scope of an investigation launched by the Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources on 15.02.2016. He has not made his statements yet. It was indirectly learned that he was under investigation for joining some press conferences.
· Mr. Abdullatif Eleftoz, works at İmam Hatip High School in Çermik district in Diyarbakır and a member of DİVES, faced an investigation as a result of complaints made by the Çermik Mayor, who is from AKP, and the President of AKP Office in Çermik. He was subjected to the investigation for his social media messages. He was suspended from position.
· Mr. Mehmet Kara, who is a member of DİVES Representative Office in Uludere district and a member of audit committee of DİVES, was suspended under the name of his social media messages. He was suspended by the District Governor in Uludere for two months covering March-April 2016. However, he was notified that his suspension was extended for another two months.
· Mr. Mehmet Nuri Ene, who is a member of DİVES Representative Office in İdil district, under the name of his social media messages. He was dismissed from his position.
INVESTIGATON, CAUTION and REPRIMAND CASES
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Ersin Albuz, who is an executive of BTS Branch in İstanbul, at the request of the General Directorate/Deputy Directorate of the Turkish State Railways (TCDD) and by the Office of Inspector General, Inspection Board. He was subjected to the investigation for talking to media “Decayed MARMARAY Vehicles in Haydarpaşa Train Station” on 1 January 2016.
· Mr. Hamdullah YILDIRIM, who was the then spokesperson of Trade Union Platforms in Mardin, was summoned to make his statements about the 1-day hunger strike to protest against violations of right to education and right to health during the curfews in the South East region on 09.01.2016.
· Mr. Hamdullah Yıldırım, who was the then spokesperson of Trade Union Platforms in Mardin, was summoned to make his statements about a press conference held on 04.02.2016. The press conference was held to protest against not responding to the appointment request from authorities. Mr. Lami Özgen, the Co-President of KESK and Dr. Şeyhmus Gökalp, an executive committee member of TTB, requested an appointment from authorities to discuss human rights violations and investigations in Mardin. Mr. Hamdullah Yıldırım was subjected to an investigation for the press conference and made his statements in this regard.
· At least 16475 members of our trade union faced investigations during the last three months for joining the strike on 29 December 2015. We do not know the exact figures since public officers are summoned one by one rather than issuing a list of these people at once. There are 4900 members in Diyarbakır, 3000 members in İzmir, 2600 members in Mardin, 2000 members in Van, 1200 members in Batman, 499 members in Adıyaman, 125 members in Siverek district, 121 members in Viranşehir district, 40 members in Hopa district, and 475 members in Gaziantep that were subjected an investigation. In addition to these members, it is predicted that there are thousands of more members who were subjected to an investigation in other cities. Trade union members were acquitted of charges in an investigation, which was conducted by the Provincial Directorate of National Education in İzmir, for the strike on 29 December 2015. However, the İzmir Governorate and the Provincial Directorate of National Education in İzmir prepared 10 additional questions and asked inspectors to request an additional statement from public officers under the investigation. Furthermore, the İzmir Governorate and the Provincial Directorate of National Education in İzmir directly intervened in the investigation process, ignored the completed cases and transferred the files to inspectors in the Ministry of National Education. Of course, the new inspectors were appointed on purpose and chosen according to this plan. There are rumours that Mr. Atıf Ala, who is the Head of Counselling and Audit Department, directly intervened in the investigation and insisted that these public officers should be punished. Time has proven that these are not rumours only.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. İsmet Akyol, an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Zonguldak, for an activity called “We are going to Cizre an Silopi Districts for In-Service Training” on 22/12/2015.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. İsmet Akyol, an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Zonguldak, for joining the strike on 29 December 2015.
· Mr. Barış Doğan, a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Bingöl, received a caution for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara.
· Mr. Ceyhun Barış Oğur, a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Bingöl, received a caution for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara.

· Ms. Perihan Demir, a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Bingöl, received a caution for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara.
· Mr. Ali Ersönmez, the President of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Gaziantep, was tried before the 9th Penal Court of First Instance in Gaziantep. He was accused of insulting AKP by shouting slogans, which aimed to protest against the attack on Labour, Peace and Democracy Demonstration in Ankara on 10 October and the murder of 101 people. He was acquitted of charges with a court decision no. E:2016/42, K:2016/4 on 15/01/2016. However, an administrative investigation was launched against him under the same accusation.
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Ahmet Karagöz, the President of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adana. He was subjected to the investigation for using the word of “massacre”, which is considered a crime, in a press conference to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara.
· Ms. Nurcan Yanık, who is the Representative of EĞİTİM SEN in Çankırı, joined [International Women’s Day] activities in Çankırı. She was subjected to insult and vulgar statements by local media. However, she was subjected to an investigation.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Ms. Filiz Akılçağı, who is an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Bitlis, for shouting a slogan in a demonstration organised by KESK Representative Office in Tatvan District on 21/01/2015. The demonstration was organised to protest against the missing case of a girl, who is under 18 and was found at a police officer’s home.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Ms. Gülşah Kılıç, who is an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Bitlis, for shouting a slogan in a demonstration organised by KESK Representative Office in Tatvan District on 21/01/2015. The demonstration was organised to protest against the missing case of a girl, who is under 18 and was found at a police officer’s home.

· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Ms. Ezgi Bulunmaz, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Bitlis, for shouting a slogan in a demonstration organised by KESK Representative Office in Tatvan District on 21/01/2015. The demonstration was organised to protest against the missing case of a girl, who is under 18 and was found at a police officer’s home.

· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Halil Avcı, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Representative Office in Niğde, since he was accused of joining celebrations on days other than business days. He was subjected to the investigation for joining May Day celebrations in 2015. 1 May is an official holiday in Turkey. He received a caution for joining the demonstration by the District Governorate in Bor, Niğde.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Emin Kilinç, Mr. Ömer Faruk Gürbüz, Mr. Ali Alper, and Mr. Şevket Sönmez, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN in Adıyaman Branch, for joining a press conference to protest against the Massacre in Suruç.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Hasan Basri Yorulmaz, Ms. Suna Ateş, Ms. Semra Karadağ, Mr. Emin Kilinç, Mr. İzzet Karadağ, Mr. İmam Tümen, and Mr. Bekir Gürbüz, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adıyaman, for joining demonstrations to protest against ISIS attacks on Kobani 6 and 7 October.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Hasan Basri Yorulmaz, Ms. Ayşegül Yücetaş, Mr. Abdullah Demir, Mr. Erdal Yılmaz, Mr. İzzet Karadağ, Ms. Selman Arslan, Mr. Şevket Sönmez, Mr. İmam Tümen, Mr. Bekir Gürbüz, Mr. Hasan Basri Sucu, Ms. Mukadder Yıldırım and Mr. Emin Kilinç, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adıyaman, for joining a press conference to protest against ongoing armed clashes in the Region and to demand peace on 20 December 2015.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Ms. Ayşegül Yücetaş, Mr. Abdullah Demir, Mr. Erdal Yılmaz, Mr. İzzet Karadağ, Ms. Dilek Cömert, Ms. Songül Arslan, Mr. Emin Kilinç, Mr. Haki Akdağ, Mr. Hüseyin Önge, Mr. Hüseyin Öztürk, Mr. Abdulkadir Güneş and Mr. Hasan Mama, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adıyaman, for joining the strike on 29 December 2015. Moreover, an administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Emin Kilinç, Mr. Hasan Basri Yorulmaz, Ms. İsmihan Bakmaz, Ms. Teibe Alan, Ms. Ayşegül Yücetaş, Mr. Hasan Mama, Mr. İ. Halil Bakır, Ms. Selime Uçar, Ms. Songül Arslan, Mr. Hüseyin Öztürk, Mr. Erdal Yılmaz, Mr. A. Kadir Güneş, Ms. Nazlı Arslan, Ms. Pınar Mama, Mr. Abdullah Demir, Mr. Mehmet Koç, Mr. Mithat Güley, Mr. Engin İldan, Mr. Hüseyin Önge, Mr. Farız Bereket, Ms. Dilek Cömert, and Ms. Suna Ateş who held a press conference as part of the strike. It is reported that at 499 trade union members were subjected an investigation for joining the strike on 29 December across the province.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Emin Kilinç, Mr. Hasan Mama, Mr. Nedim Çiftçi, Mr. İmam Tümen, and Mr. Ali Alper, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adıyaman, for public gatherings such as demonstrations and press conferences organised in the summer period.
· An administrative a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Hasan Basri Yorulmaz, and Mr. Kenan Sucu for joining a Newroz Celebration in 2015.
· Women’s rights commission members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Hakkari were summoned to make their statements on planting trees outskirts of the city, within the scope of a judicial investigation launched by the public prosecution office.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Ali İneci, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. He received a caution for joining the strike.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Ayhan Koç, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. He received a caution for joining the strike.

· Mr. Feyyat Sönmez, who is a member of BES Branch in Muş, received a caution for joining a press conference to protest against the murder of lawyer Tahir Elçi. Then, Mr. Sönmez’s workplace was changed despite his will. He was sent to Bitlis. 
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. İlker Han, who is a member of BES Branch in Muş, for joining Newroz celebrations on 21 March 2016.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Mehmet Erdal Gök, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. He received a caution for joining the strike.

· An administrative investigation was launched against Ms. Öncel Aydın Aksoy, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. She received a caution for joining the strike.

· An administrative investigation was launched against Ms. Özge Berkyürek, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. She received a caution for joining the strike.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Özkan Kozat, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. He received a caution for joining the strike.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Ramis Sağlam, a member of BES Branch in İzmir, for addressing audience in a press conference to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. The investigation committee demands his dismissal from the public service.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Sedat Sevinçli, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. He received a caution for joining the strike.

· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Sinan Dirgen, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. He received a caution for joining the strike.

· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Süleyman Üs, who is a member of BES Branch in Hatay, for joining the strike to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. He received a caution for joining the strike.

· Mr. Zahir Aktaş, the Representative BES Office in Muş, was reprimanded for joining a demonstration to protest against an administrative investigation launched against the President of SES Branch in Muş.
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Serkan Çalğan, who is a member of HABER SEN Branch in İskenderun, for joining a press conference held on 29.12.2015 and for joining a hunger strike organised in EĞİTİM SEN on 23 and 24 January 2016.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Ms. Zehra Yeşiltaş, who works as a medical doctor in primary care clinic in Varto district in Muş, and a member of SES Branch in Muş, for her social media messages. The investigation, which demands her dismissal from the public service, is pending before the High Disciplinary Board.
· Mr. Anıl Altan, who works as a medical doctor at the public hospital in Acıpayam district in Denizli, was suspended from his position in February 2016 since he was accused of writing an insulting statement about the President in the mirror of hospital’s lift. Then, a disciplinary investigation was launched against him. The investigation, which demands his dismissal from the public service, is pending before the High Disciplinary Board.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Dr. Kamuran Yıldırım, who is a member of SES Branch in Mardin and also the President of TTB Branch in Mardin, for joining demonstrations and activities, which were organised by various civil society organisations, to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. The investigation, which demands his dismissal from the public service, is still pending before the High Disciplinary Board. He already made his statements on the case.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Deniz ARAÇ, who is a member of SES Branch in Mardin, for joining demonstrations and activities, which were organised by various civil society organisations, to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara. The investigation, which demands his dismissal from the public service, is still pending before the High Disciplinary Board. He already made his statements on the case. (In the meantime, he changed his institution and works for the municipality in Mardin now. Therefore, he is a member of TÜMBEL SEN.) The investigation is pending before the two institutions.
· There were media reports that people had difficulties in accessing to health services, there were injured people in basements, and their health situation was getting worse and worse since they were not taken to hospitals under curfew in Cizre district. Health works from several cities went to Cizre to provide urgent health services to injured people, to take them to hospitals, to open a health corridor for those who need health services during the curfew in the district. The health workers were allowed to enter into Cizre and they held a press conference to protest against this prevention. A disciplinary investigation was launched against Dr. Reşat Doğan and Dr. Ruşen Kılıç, who are co-presidents of SES Branch in Urfa for the press conference. The investigation, which demands their dismissal from the public service, is still pending before the High Disciplinary Board. 
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Ömer Yıldız, who is a member of SES Branch in Sakarya, for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 and other activities to commemorate those who lost died in the 10 October Massacre in Ankara, to protest against the massacre, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice. He received a caution for joining these activities.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Şenel Pehlevan, who is an executive YAPI YOL-SEN Branch in Bursa, for joining the strike on 12 and 13 October 2015 to commemorate those who lost died in the 10 October Massacre in Ankara, to protest against the massacre, and to demand that those who are responsible must be brought to justice. He was reprimanded for joining these strike.

· A work stoppage was organised by SES and TTB and other relevant organisations in the health sector on 13 March 2015. It was organised to express our demands for our sector. Mr. Erol Aydın, Ms. Leyla Sezer, Mr. Abdulaziz Yural, Mr. Murat Uçar, Mr. Harun Dağdelen, Ms. Rukiye Keske, Mr. Emin Gerdan, Ms. Meryem İmrağ, Mr. Sadullah Değer, Mr. Mehmet Doğan, Mr. Fatih Kandemir, Mr. Fadıl Çelik, Mr. Musa Uğur and Mr. Ali Sezer, who joined the work stoppage, received a caution for joining the stoppage. Similarly, Ms. Leyla İba Demir and Mr. Fethi Burak, who are the members of SES in Muş, received a caution (5 point) for joining the stoppage. Mr. Selver Özkan, who is a member of SES K.Maraş, was reprimanded for joining the stoppage. Mr. Kibar Memiş, who is a member of SES in Kayseri, and Mr. Yılmaz Yıldız, who is a member of SES in Niğde, received a caution for joining the stoppage.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Mehmet Öztürk, Mr. İbrahim Halil Yıldıztekin, and Mr. Mehmet Zeydin Duran, who are the members of SES Branch in Urfa, for joining the stoppage on 29 December 2015. It was jointly organised by KESK, DİSK-TMMOB, and TTB.
· Many SES members were subjected to investigations for joining a 3-day work stoppage, on 20-21-22 May 2015, to protest against a circular that says primary care clinic staff shall work also on Saturday. Mr. Hüseyin Turan, Mr. Emrah Sarıkaya, Mr. Ali Rıza Kük and Mr. Hüseyin Tuna, who are members of SES Branch in Dersim, received a caution (30 point), Ms. Emine, Mr. Tuncel Yatır, Mr. Ruşen Topallı, and Ms. Ayla Aşık Tuncay, who are the members of SES Branch in Giresun, received a caution (10) and Mr. Ahmet Yatır, again from Giresun, received a caution (30 points), Ms. Dilşad Baysan and Ms. Birgül Çongar Salman, who are the member of SES Branch in Manisa, received a caution (30 points) and Mr. Serkan Yerlikaya, again from Manisa, received a caution (20 points), Ms. Filiz Pehlivan, who is a member of SES Branch in Balıkesir, received a caution (10 points), and Mr. Mehmet Akarca, who is a member of SES Branch in Muğla, received a caution (10 points) for joining the stoppage.
· Health works from several cities went to Cizre to provide urgent health services to injured people, to take them to hospitals, to open a health corridor for those who need health services during the curfew in the district. The health workers were allowed to enter into Cizre and they held a press conference to protest against this prevention. Health workers from Urfa, who are also the members of SES Branch in Urfa, faced investigations. As a result, Mr. Mehmet Cevher Öztürk was reprimanded for going to Cizre. 
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Yılmaz Bozkurt, who is the co-president of SES Branch in Mersin, for joining a press conference to protest against the murder of Mr. Aziz Yural, the Representative of SES Office in Cizre. The investigation resulted in decision of non-prosecution.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Mehmet Bıkmış, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Hazro district in Diyarbakır, by the public prosecution office. He made his statements about his speeches at funerals twice and the judicial investigation is still pending.
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Mehmet Emin Çevik, who is a member of DİVES Branch in İdil district in Mardin, under the name of praying in a funeral home. He prayed in the funeral home because the mosque, where he works, was under construction.
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. İlhan Karakurt, the president of TÜM BEL-SEN Branch in Antalya, for a press conference held as part of trade union activities. He was reprimanded for joining the press conference.
· The Public Prosecution Office in Diyarkbakır asked the Turkish State Railways Office in Diyarbakır to launch an investigation against Mr. Erdal Uysal, who is the president of BTS in Diyarbakır, for joining a press conference.
· EĞİTİM SEN organised various activities to protest a Draft Law on Amendments to the National Education Law across the country. One of these activities was organised in Tatvan district in Bitlis and Mr. Selim Talu, who works in transportation sector and a member of BTS, was summoned to make his statement about the press conference by the 5th Regional Directorate of the Turkish State Railways Office that demands deduction from salary.
MOBBING

· Ms. Gülüzar Çağlak, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Kırklareli, has been subjected to temporary appointments, disciplinary punishments, exclusion from tasks and responsibilities, and isolation etc. for a long period. She applied to the court for all these actions done by her institution or Kırklareli University.
· Mr. Zahir Aktaş, who is the Representative BES Office in Muş, was reinstated by a court decision yet the accounting director of the Financial Office in Muş did not accept this court decision. As a result, Mr. Aktas’ all trade union activities are subjected to investigations. He is subjected to mobbing in his workplace.
· DİVES members in many cities-especially in Van, Hakkari-are subjected to mobbing in their workplaces particularly after Mr. Mehmet Görmez’s, the Diyanet President, oral instruction “to purge DİVES members from the institutions.”
· 12 DİVES members in Muş resigned from the trade union after Mr. Mehmet Görmez, the Diyanet President, made severe statements, that are amount to threat, about DİVES in his visits to cities in the region.
· Mr. Arif Gökalp, who has been appointed as the Director of Personnel and Administrative Affairs in the 1st Regional Directorate of the Turkish State Railways, mobs BTS members and staff who are not members of any trade union in Haydarpasa Train Station in İstanbul. The Director put pressure on his staff to join a partisan trade union, UÇMS-Memur Sen. The staff feared from sharing this form pressure in a written form.
PREVENTION OF TRADE UNION ACTIVITIES and DISCRIMINATION IN TRADE UNION ACTIVITIES
· On 7 January 2016, a delegation composed of trade union and civil society organisation representatives, businessmen and opinion leaders of the society asked for an appointment from the Governor of Mardin. They wanted to share their concerns about violations resulted from the curfew in Nusaybin, to ask the Governor not to declare another curfew in the city. The Governor of Mardin targeted and othered Mr. Kadri Baysal, who is the chief representative of EĞİTİM SEN Office in Nusaybin, by saying that he would accept the whole delegation except for Mr. Kadri Baysal. The Governor’s reason for the refusal of Mr. Kadri Baysal is that he is a member of EĞİTİM SEN and his trade union declares “the State a killer.”
· EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Ağrı applied for allocation of a panel, which is a right under the protection of the law, by Ağrı İbrahim Çeçen University. The Department of Administrative and Financial Affairs, which works under the Rector’ Office, rejected the application by stating that there was no available and suitable panel for this purpose on 29 February 2016. There are many building, which have hundreds of departments and units, at Ağrı İbrahim Çeçen University. There are many offices and corridors, which connect these offices, in these departments and units. Most of these buildings are not fully used since most of the departments are not active or people have just moved to these buildings. Therefore, not allocating a panel for our trade union violates trade union rights.
· District Directorate of National Education in Siverek issued a list of 63 teachers who were appointed as supervisors by a circular no. 1213 and dated 24/02/2016. 2 days later, however, District Directorate of National Education in Siverek issued a new circular no. 1293 and dated 26/02/2016 that announced a new list of 64 teachers who were appointed as supervisors. 28 teachers, who were in the previous list 2 days ago, were removed from the new list. 23 of these 28 teachers are EĞİTİM SEN members. No explanation was made for their removal from the list. It is claimed that the District Governor in Siverek removed EĞİTİM SEN members from the list and appointed new teachers though they do not meet criteria for the selection. The updated list is composed of 22 EĞİTİM BİR SEN members, who are pro-Government, 4 EĞİTİM SEN members, 3 ÖZGÜR EĞİTİM SEN members, 1 AKTİF EĞİTİM SEN members, and 3 TÜRK EĞİTİM SEN members. We filed a criminal complaint against authorities who act according to their trade union and political choice rather than objective criteria.
· A school master targeted EĞİTİM SES through targeting Ms. Müjgan Bilgisel, who is our representative of the workplace in Sincan, and other executives of EĞİTİMSEN Branch No. 4 in Sincan district in Ankara. The school master threatened the executives of EĞİTİMSEN Branch No. 4 in Sincan (Deniz Şeker, the President of the Branch, Mr. Osman Akkoyun the General Secretary of the Branch, Ms. Gülhan Şimşek, the Organising Secretary, Ms. Gönül Kural, Women’s Secretary, Mr. Mr. Necati Tüfekçi, Training Secretary, and Mr. Bayram Özdemir, the Treasurer) and were accused of being criminals. Trade union materials were replaced with official school materials in the panel that was allocated to our trade union. There was an attempt to incite other teachers to act against our representative.
· It is determined that school masters in Adana told intern teachers that “your internship period would never end unless you join Eğitim Bir Sen [a partisan trade union].” They also threat intern teachers and discriminate against our trade union.
· Mr. Fatih Şen, who is a member of BTS Branch in İstanbul, demanded for a free housing from his institution. Although he has the highest points, another staff was chosen for the free housing.
· Mr. Maşallah Yaraşlı, who is a member DİVES Branch in Bitlis, applied for changing his workplace and for any available place in other cities. Yet, his application was rejected for being a member of DİVES.
· Mr. Ömer Sevent, who works at the provincial directorate of religious affairs in İpekyolu district in Van and is a member of DİVES Branch in Van, resigned from the trade union since the Director of Religious Affairs in Van threatened him and used negative and degrading statements about the trade union.
· Mr. Sadullah Yıldırım, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Aralık district in Iğdır, applied for changing his workplace and for any available place in other cities. His application was rejected for his trade union membership and was told that “you can come here after you resign from DİVES.” As a result, he resigned from the trade union.
· Bem-Bir-Sen, which is an affiliate to the pro-Government Confederation or MEMUR SEN, signed a collective bargaining agreement with the Metropolitan Municipality in Gaziantep includes a discriminatory provision. Article 4 of the Agreement, which is about the “Scope of the Agreement and Criteria for Eligibility”, has a provision called “the scope of the agreement” and Article 4, paragraph b is again about the “Scope of the Agreement and Criteria for Eligibility”. Moreover, paragraphs b and c of the Article 4/B “the scope” state “the agreement is applicable to Bem-Bir-Sen members only.” Article 5/b states that “if a public officer is a member of another trade union, s/he shall pay for a solidarity membership fee [in addition to membership fee].” Article 14/paragraphs a, b, c, d, e, and f state that collective bargaining agreement compensation is distributed according to one’s disciplinary punishment. Similarly, access to medical services is determined according to one’s trade union membership. These provisions are contrary to equality and to the essence of the collective bargaining agreement. Therefore, this is a discriminatory attitude towards our trade union. 
· Bem-Bir-Sen, which is an affiliate to the pro-Government Confederation or MEMUR SEN, signed a collective bargaining agreement with the Metropolitan Municipality in Kocaeli. The Agreement, which is based on Article 32 of the Law on Trade Unions no. 4688, covers 2015-2017 period. Mr. Serkan Kunt, who is a member of TÜM BEL SEN Branch in Kocaeli, was excluded from Social Stability Compensation for being a contracted personnel. This is a discriminatory provision and aims to put pressure on our members to resign from our trade union.
· Bem-Bir-Sen, which is an affiliate to the pro-Government Confederation or MEMUR SEN, signed a collective bargaining agreement with the Şahinbey Municipality in Gaziantep. In accordance with the social stability compensation agreement, those who are not members of Bem-Bir-Sen shall pay double membership fee so as to be eligible for the compensation. However, Bem-Bir-Sen asks a membership fee that is 5 times more than an average fee.  This is a discriminatory provision and aims to put pressure on our members to resign from our trade union.
· Bem-Bir-Sen, which is an affiliate to the pro-Government Confederation or MEMUR SEN, signs a collective bargaining agreement with municipalities that the trade union represents the majority of personnel. In accordance with Paragraph a (6) of the Article 6 of the collective bargaining agreement, there is a parallelism between the seriousness of a disciplinary punishment-a personnel receives-and the amount of unpaid collective bargaining agreement compensation. For example, the collective bargaining agreement compensation was not paid to Mr. Burhan POSHOROĞLU, who is a former executive committee member of TÜM BEL-SEN, for 10 months after he was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for 10 months. He filed a court case against the provision in question and his case is still pending. Similarly, the collective bargaining agreement compensation was not paid to Mr. Mehmet Sait İYİSARAÇ, who works for the Metropolitan Municipality in Gaziantep, for a month after he was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for a month. He filed a court case against the provision in question and his case is still pending. Another example is that the collective bargaining agreement compensation was not paid to Mr. Aydın YILDIRIM, who works for the Mamak Municipality in Ankara, for 3 months after he was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for 3 months. He filed a court case against the provision in question and his case is still pending. Furthermore, the collective bargaining agreement compensation was not paid to Ms. Elif BÖĞÜN, who works for the Metropolitan Municipality in Kocaeli, for 2 months after she was sentenced to stopping advancement in rank for 2 months. She filed a court case against the provision in question and his case is still pending. Similarly, an “Additional Protocol for Changes in Social Stability Agreement”, was signed between the Metropolitan Municipality in Kocaeli and Bem-Bir-Sen on 24.02.2015. Article 1 of the Protocol (changed Paragraph i of Article 14 of the Collective Bargaining Agreement) states that social stability compensation shall not be paid to “personnel who are permanent not contracted according the Civil Servants’ Act no. 657.” In accordance with this provision, the collective bargaining agreement compensation is not paid to 34 personnel who work as artists and performers in the Department of Cultural and Social Affairs, and are the members of TÜM BEL SEN. However, both our trade union and individuals filed court cases against the provision in question and exclusion from the payment. Some of the court cases finalised in January and ruled that the provision in question should be abolished. In the light of these examples, it can be said that our members are punished twice since they are subjected to disciplinary sentences, which are contrary to relevant the national and international legislation and also for being excluded from the collective bargaining agreement compensation.
· Ms. Maile ARİÇ, who is the Women’s Secretary of BES Branch in İzmir, and Mr. Deniz ÇETİN, who is the Press-Publication Secretary of BES Branch in İzmir, went to a workplace as part of trade union activities on 18.03.2016. However, the Provincial Director of Migration Department in İzmir drove our colleagues out by saying “who did allow you to visit this workplace, I will ask security to drive you out.”
PREVENTION OF DELIVERING TRADE UNION MATERIALS such as BROCHURE, LEAFLETS, CALENDAR etc.
· The Director and Deputy Director of National Education in Muradiye district in Van arbitrarily asked all schools to remove EĞİTİM SEN’ trade union materials from panels. Accordingly, the schools did remove our materials.
· A teacher, who was a vigilant for driving licence exam in Vankulu primary school in İpekyolu district in Van on 13.02.2016, made a complaint against our trade union by saying “trade union materials insult the State, the Government and the President.” Police forces launched an investigation yet public prosecution office in the district ruled that these materials have no element of crime. In spite of the public prosecution office decision, the Director of National Education in İpekyolu launched an administrative investigation against 2 EĞİTİM SEN representatives in the school and the school master. 
· Anti-terror unit forces in Viranşehir district in Şanlıurfa imposed a blockade on Science High School in Viranşehir district during the semester break and removed all EĞİTİM SEN materials from a panel on the grounds that a poster says “We know the killers.” The unit also asked about our school representatives, fingerprinted, and wrote a report on the case. No information has been given about the situation to the trade union yet. However, this incident already our 12 members as criminals.
PREVENTION OF TRADE UNION ACTIVIES and MARCHES 
· The İzmir Governorate banned a demonstration organised by Labour, Peace and Democracy Forces to commemorate the Ankara Massacre on 10 February 2016 (4th month) in İzmir. It was banned by saying that there was a bomb warning.
· Various trade unions, political parties, and civil society organisations wanted to hold a press conference to protest against the situation in Cizre yet security forces intervened in the press conference and prevented people, including Mr. Bülen Çuhadar the BTS Organising and Training Secretary, from joining the event.
VIOLATION OF RIGHT TO EDUCATION
· Before curfews declared in Silopi and Cizre districts in Şırnak, teachers, who work in these districts, were asked to leave the districts by saying that they would attend in-service training. Although the in-service training period, which had been announced by the Ministry of National Education, was over the teachers did not go back to the districts. There is no information about when they will be back to schools. Thus, our trade union filed a complaint against the District Governorates as well as District Directorate of National Education in Cizre and Silopi, and against the Şırnak Governorate and the Provincial Directorate of National Education in Şırnak. The public prosecution office ruled decision of non-prosecution. Individual applications were made to the Constitutional Court yet they were rejected also by the Court.
DETENTION and ARREST CASES
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Mehmet Sabri Gül, who is a member of BES Branch in Bursa, since he was accused of making propaganda of an organisation in a press conference. He was detained by the court and is in prison now.
· A judicial and an administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Mirza Ekin, who is a member of BES Branch in Siirt, since he was accused of making propaganda of an organisation in a press conference. He was detained by the court and is in prison now. 

· Mr. Metin Demirer, who is working at Mouth and Dental Health Centre in Hakkari, was arrested by security forces within the scope of arrests operations against autonomy declarations in Hakkâri. He was detained by the court and is in prison now.
· Mr. Abdurrezzak Yıldız, who is a member of TÜM BEL-SEN Branch in Siirt, was detained by the court on 20 March 2016 and is in prison now.
· Mr. Ferit EPÖZDEMİR, who is the General Secretary of TÜM BEL-SEN, was arrested by security forces on 18 March 2016 and was released by the Criminal Court of Peace on 22 March 2016. He is under travel ban and goes to police station to sign a document, which proves his presence, now.
· Mr. Mehmet Necim Çaçan, who works as an x-ray technician at Public Hospital in Nusaybin and is a member of SES Branch in Mardin, was detained by the court on 26 April 2016.
· Ms. Rıkoş Odabaş, who works as a nurse at Public Maternity Hospital in Bingöl and is a member of SES Branch in Bingöl, was detained by the court on 26 April 2016.

· Mr. Abdülhamit İke, who works at the Provincial Directorate of Family and Social Affairs in Şırnak and is a member of SES Branch in Mardin, was detained by the court on 10April 2016. He is in prison now.

· Mr. Mehmet Özbay, who works as an officer at the Provincial Directorate of Public Health Centre in Şırnak and is a member of SES Branch in Şırnak, was detained. He is in prison now. 
· Mr. Mustafa Yıldız, who is the president of SES Branch in Kocaeli, was arrested by security forces for his social media messages. He was released on judicial control condition.
· Dr. Ümit Oğur was arrested by security forces from his workplace for the strike on 29 December 2015 and for the press conference on the strike day. He was released by the court yet his case is still pending.
· Mr. Ahmet ŞEN, who works as a medical secretary in Emergency Medical Service (112) in Isparta and is a member of SES Branch in Isparta, was arrested by security forces for his social media messages on 20 April 2016. He was released on the same day. 
· Mr. Ahmet ŞEN, who works as a medical secretary in Emergency Medical Service (112) in Isparta and is a member of SES Branch in Isparta, was arrested by security forces on 22.01.2016 since he was accused of making propaganda of a political party and of having illegal publications. He was arrested from his workplace and released. The court case is still pending.
· Mr. Serbülent Yaman, who is a member of TÜM BEL-SEN Branch in Van, was detained by the court in February 2016. He is still in prison.
· Mr. Serhat Koç, who is a member of TÜM BEL-SEN Branch in Bitlis, was detained on 19.03.2016. He is still in prison.
Law on Meetings and Demonstrations No. 2911
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. İbrahim Göktürk Bayramoğlu, the Representative of EĞİTİM SEN Office in Hopa district in Artvin, since he was accused of violating the Law on Meetings and Demonstrations No. 2911. The investigation is about the march and press conference that were held on 11/10/2015 and was launched by the public prosecution office in Hopa.
· 4 judicial investigations were launched against trade union members since they were accused of violating the Law on Meetings and Demonstrations No. 2911. The investigation is about a press conference and marches that were on 10, 11, 12, and 13 October 2015, and was launched by the public prosecution office in Kırklareli.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Süleyman Aşkan, the President of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Hakkari, since he was accused of violating the Law on Meetings and Demonstrations No. 2911 and making propaganda of an organisation.

INSULTING The PRIME MINISTER and The PRESIDENT CASES
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Şehabeddin Güven, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Balıkesir, since he was accused of insulting the President by his Facebook messages. He received a disciplinary punishment while the judicial investigation is pending.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Özgül Kahraman, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Sakarya, since he was accused of insulting the President by his Facebook messages. He received a disciplinary punishment while the judicial investigation is pending.
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Süleyman Aşkan, the President of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Hakkari, since he was accused of insulting the President. The investigation was launched since a complaint was made to BİMER. Mr. Aşkan made his statements about the case.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Ferit Ağyürek, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Erzurum, since he was accused of insulting the President by his Facebook messages and of making propaganda of an organisation. His workplace was temporarily changed by his superiors. He received a disciplinary punishment while the judicial investigation is pending. Currently, he is being tried before the Heavy Penal Court in Erzurum.
· A judicial case was launched against Mr. Fikret Kılıç, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Hakkari, since he was accused of insulting the President. 
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Hasan Basri Yorulmaz, Ms. Ayşegül Yücetaş, Mr. İmam Tümen, Mr. Ümit Gazi Fırat, Mr. Erdal Yılmaz, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adıyaman, since they were accused of insulting the President.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Abdulkerim Akdeniz, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Muş, since he was accused of insulting the President by his Facebook messages. He received a disciplinary punishment and his workplace was changed despite his will.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Ms. Kübra Güneş Türkyılmaz, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Çanakkale, since she was accused of insulting the President by her Facebook messages and of making propaganda of an organisation. She received a disciplinary punishment.
· An investigation was launched against Ms. Raife Gülaç Kaymak and Mr. Engin Çiçek, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Tekirdağ, since they were accused of insulting the President by their Facebook messages. Similarly, an investigation was launched against Mr. Barış Serin, Ms. Meltem Karahan and Ms. Yelda Yavuz, who are the members of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Tekirdağ, since they were accused of insulting the President by shouting slogans in a press conference held in Çerkezköy district. They made their statements about the accusations.
· An investigation was launched against Ms. Nursel Aslanhan, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch No 6 in İzmir, since she was accused of insulting the President by her social media messages and of “supporting terrorist activities and insulting military operations.”
· In 2015, the Governor of Yalova inspected a school and swore at Mr. Halil Serkan ÖZ, who is a member of Eğitim Sen Branch in Yalova, in front of his students and school administrators. The Governor swore at Mr. Öz for not wearing a tie. In fact, he did not wear a tie as part of Eğitim Sen campaign for “free clothing.” The insult seriously affected Mr. Halil Serkan Öz. EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Yalova and several other civil society organisations organised a big demonstration to protest the Governor. Mr. Halil Serkan Öz also joined the demonstration but he had a heart attack and lost his life. Those who joined Mr. Öz’s funeral shouted “the killer governor must resign” while they were passing in front of the Governorate Building. Then, the Governor made a complaint against several people including Mr. Tuncay COŞKUN, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Yalova. The case is pending before the 2nd Criminal Court of First Instance in Yalova.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Ms. Ruken Demir, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Gaziantep, since she was accused of posting political messages on her Facebook account. She received a disciplinary punishment.

· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Halis Çalık, who is the Chief Representative of EĞİTİM SEN in Ayvalık district, since he was accused of “leading a group of people, shouting slogans that target and insult authorities” in press conferences that were held on 11, 12, and 13 October 2015. He received a disciplinary punishment. There is also a court case that is pending before the Court of First Instance in Ayvalık. He is accused of insulting the President. 
· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Evren Nesil Çalık, who is an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Office in Ayvalık district, since he was accused of “leading a group of people, shouting slogans that target and insult authorities” in press conferences that were held on 11, 12, and 13 October 2015. There is also a court case that is pending before the Court of First Instance in Ayvalık. He is accused of insulting the President.

· A disciplinary investigation was launched against Mr. Hasan Elmacı, who is an executive of EĞİTİM SEN Office in Ayvalık district, since he was accused of “leading a group of people, shouting slogans that target and insult authorities” in press conferences that were held on 11, 12, and 13 October 2015. There is also a court case that is pending before the Court of First Instance in Ayvalık. He is accused of insulting the President.

· Mr. Fırat Erdem, who is the Chief Representative of EĞİTİM SEN in Sason district in Batman, was detained by the court since he was accused of insulting the President by his social media messages. He was released yet was not reinstated.
· 3 investigations were launched against Mr. Adem Tufan, who is the Chief Representative of EĞİTİM SEN in Kozluk district in Batman, since he was accused of insulting the President by his social media messages.
· An investigation was launched against Mr. Hasan Demir, who is the treasurer of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Batman, since he was accused of insulting the President in a press conference to protest against the attack on peace demonstration in Ankara.
· A judicial case was launched against Mr. Erdal Sarıkaya, who is a member of TÜM BEL-SEN in Mersin, since he was accused of insulting the President by joining the strike on 29.12.2015 and shouting slogans in a press conference. He was subjected also an administrative investigation and was reprimanded.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Ms. Aysun Torun, who is a member of BES Branch in Bursa, since she was accused of insulting the President by shouting slogans in a press conference that was held to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara.
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Ertuğrul Alper, who is a member of BES Branch in Çorum, since he was accused of insulting the President by joining a press conference that was held to protest against the detention of journalists Mr. Can Dündar and Mr. Erdem Gül.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Serbülent Ünsal, who is a member of BES Branch in Bursa, since he was accused of insulting the President by shouting slogans in a press conference that was held to protest against the 10 October Massacre in Ankara.

CASES AGAINST SOCIAL MEDIA MESSAGES and VIOLATIONS OF FREEDOM OF THOUGHT and EXPRESSION
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Mehmet Güven, who is a member of BES Branch in Gaziantep, since he was accused of insulting the President by his social media messages on 07.01.2016.
· A judicial investigation was launched against Ms. Aslı Akdemir, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Yalova, since he was accused of insulting the President and religious values, and of making propaganda of an organisation. The investigation was launched by the public prosecution office in Yalova.
· An administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Mehmet Ümüt Ünal, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Adana, for sharing Ms. Sema Ramazanoğlu’s, the Minister of Family and Social Affairs, statement “if it happens only once, it is ok” on his social media message. The Minister made this statement on a child abused case in Karaman. The investigation was launched by the Provincial Directorate of National Education in Adana. 
· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Aziz Özdemir, who is a member of BES Branch in Kayseri, since he was accused of making propaganda of an organisation by sharing photos on his Instagram account. The administrative investigation demands his dismissal from the public service.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Abdullah Kaya, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Cizre district, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the District Directorate of Religious Affairs in Cizre.

· Mr. Ramazan Ertaş, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Tarsus district in Mersin, was targeted by websites such as “polistc and PMGDdeşifre” for his social media messages and comments on social media messages and his likes on his account.  Moreover, an administrative investigation was launched against Mr. Ertaş. He fears that his right to life is under a threat since he lives in a village.
· Ms. Macide Boymul, who is a member of EĞİTİM SEN Branch in Tarsus district in Mersin, was targeted by websites such as “polistc and PMGDdeşifre” for her social media messages and comments on social media messages and her likes on his account. These websites called on ministries and “civil” forces to take necessary steps. Ms. Macide Boymul was summoned to make her statements about her social media messages after there are thousands of messages about her social media account. A judicial case was launched against her.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Fırat Bakış, who is a member of DİVES Branch, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the General Directorate of Religious Affairs.

· An administrative was launched against Mr. Hikmetullah İmamoğlu, who is the Representative of DİVES Branch in Beytüşşebap district, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the General Directorate of Religious Affairs.

· An administrative was launched against Mr. Hurşit Kılınç, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Cizre district, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the General Directorate of Religious Affairs.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Kadir Öngün, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Silopi district, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the General Directorate of Religious Affairs.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Lokman Dirican, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Cizre district, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the General Directorate of Religious Affairs.

· An administrative was launched against Mr. Mehmet Salih Turgut, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Silopi district, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the General Directorate of Religious Affairs.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Mahmut Yardak, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Cizre district, for his social media messages. The investigation was launched by the General Directorate of Religious Affairs.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Resul Üçdağ, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Sur district, for his social media messages. His workplace was changed despite his will. He was threatened with dismissal from the public service.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Sevkan Bilen, who is a member of DİVES Branch in Silopi district, for his social media messages.
· An administrative was launched against Mr. Süleyman Taşkın, who is the Representative of DİVES Branch in Silopi district, for his social media messages.

· An administrative and a judicial investigation was launched against Mr. Deniz Aytekin, who is a member of BES Branch in İzmir, since he was accused of “insulting authorities” on 15.04.2016. He was suspended from his office by the District Governor in Seferihisar before the investigation was completed. Moreover, his ex-wife applied to the court and demanded parental rights for her daughter on the ground of investigation.
INTERVENTION IN DEMONSTRATIONS and INJURIES
· Police forces intervened in a press conference organised to protest against bribery accusations. It was organised on 17 December 2015. Mr. Bedirhan Çetinkaya, who is a member of BES Branch in Diyarbakır, faced a judicial investigation for joining the press conference.
· Police forces intervened in a press conference organised to protest against bribery accusations. It was organised on 17 December 2015. Mr. Davut Balıkçı, who is the General Secretary of BES, faced a judicial investigation for joining the press conference.
CRIMINALISATION AND DEFAMATION AND TARGETING OUR CONFEDERATION KESK AND AFFILIATES, AND THE EXECUTIVES
· On 4 January 2016, some newspapers published news that targeted some personnel from Dicle University Medical Faculty. These media reports say “perpetrators at a public hospital” by Güneş, which is a partisan and pro-Government newspaper, “PKK Headquarters: Public Hospital” by Star newspaper, “Terror at a public hospital” by Takvim newspaper, and “Not a public hospital but the PKK Headquarters” by Akit newspaper. These media reports publish the initials of some personnel, their departments, and Facebook accounts. These media reports, which have no information about their correspondent and source, claim that they are linked to PKK and do not treat injured police and soldiers, and threat other personnel. A criminal complaint was filed against these newspapers. It was submitted to the public prosecution office in Bakırköy district and states “insult and slander.” These people also demand blocking access to these media reports from the 1st Court of Peace in Diyarbakır since they violate the “presumption of innocence.” The 1st Court of Peace in Diyarbakır ruled that access to these media reports should be blocked on 7 January 2016.
· On 6 January 2016, Güneş Newpaper, which is a partisan newspaper, published a media report on its 1st page. The media report says “What is this Doctor?” and claims “there several complaints against health workers who are PKK sympathisers.” This media report also shares social media account details of health workers from Dicle University Medical Faculty, Mouth and Dental Health Centre in Mardin, District Community Health Centre in Uludere/Şırnak, Community Health Centre in Diyarbakır, and Van University Medical Faculty. Their initials and faces (while their eyes were covered) were published on the newspaper. These health workers were targeted by claiming that they were supporting the organisation. There was another media report that says “they cannot treat soldiers”, “breaking news: terror at a public hospital” and targeted these health workers. As a result, there was a lynch campaign against these health workers on social media platforms. They were targeted by social medial users. There are health workers who were arrested and subjected to investigations on the ground of this media report. Most of these health workers are SES members. The Government representatives’ statements about the media reports indicates that these media reports are not independent from the Government.
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
